




The Mall at Millenia
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• The Orlando area has more than 450 hotels 
and resorts with more than 120,000 guest 
rooms, as well as 26,000 vacation rental 
homes. Major attractions like Disney World, 
Universal Studios, and the Orange County 
Convention Center are within a few minutes’ 
drive of the center.

• In 2007, CNN ranked Orlando as the top 
location on its list of America’s Best Jobs in 
the Hottest Markets.

• The mall is in the geographic center of the 
market, one mile north of the intersection of 
I-4 and Florida’s Turnpike, with direct access 
to the most af� uent residential communities.

• More than 1.5 million people live within the 
trade area, which has a population growth rate 
of 13% — triple the national average.

• Orlando welcomes 45 million visitors each 
year making it the top tourist destination in 
the United States — ahead of New York City 
(44 million) and Las Vegas (39 million). 
The average visitor stay in Orlando is 5.8 days 
for domestic travelers, and 9.7 days for 
international.
